Typically 5 days are given for tall grass and less if there are noxious weeds.

All swimming pools with a capacity of five thousand (5,000) gallons and a depth greater than
thirty (30) inches requires a permit and a yearly inspection. Contact City Hall if you need to
apply for a permit.
